Through Missouri Local Government Week, we hope to bring awareness to local governments’ role in
enhancing the quality of life in communities. Your city or town’s participation can be as
comprehensive as you choose. Civic engagement activities can be held for citizens of all ages. Most
are at no or low cost. Communities are encouraged to involve local schools, organizations, businesses
and media in planning their Missouri Local Government Week activities.

Ideas for Participation

* Post on social media about how local government affects daily life and ensures your community
runs smoothly! Use the hashtag #MolLocalGovWeek. Sample posts, graphics, logos and best
practices are available as part of this toolkit.

* Recognize Missouri Local Government Week through a resolution, sample resolution available
as part of this toolkit. Explain the importance of Missouri Local Government Week to residents at a
council meeting when resolution is presented for adoption.

* Volunteer recognition at a council/commission meeting or a special event, to honor residents
who have volunteered their time for the betterment of the city.

* Educating residents through videos or flyers around town.

* Organize tours through departments that may be perceived as less interesting to illustrate to the
community how important their work really is to the community. Host an open house at city hall or

city facilities (i.e. fire department, water treatment facility) Hold tours so attendees can meet local

employees.

* Sponsor a community service day. Coordinate with city staff, elected officials, local volunteer
groups, charity and nonprofit organizations, schools and civic clubs. Some ideas include a cleanup
project at a park, a workday at the animal shelter, etc.

* Host a “coffee with a Councilman or the Mayor.” During the meeting, residents can ask ques-
tions and hear updates on city projects and issues.

* Showcase utility equipment. Display police, fire and/or utility vehicles in one location for the pub-
lic to view, have personnel on hand to educate and answer questions.

* Host a contest for students. Coordinate with area schools for an essay or poster contest.
Students could be recognized at a city council meeting and at their schools.

* Send guest speakers to schools. Contact local schools or after-school programs to coordinate
general or specific information sessions on municipal government and its services.

* Coordinate a story hour at a library, city hall or public park. Invite youth to attend, and have a
special guest reader like a firefighter, police officer, city manager, or the mayor.

* Arrange a youth mentoring day. Work with teachers to match students with city leaders and de-
partment heads to be shadowed for a day to illustrate the impacts of their jobs.

* Hold mock City Council meetings. Have city officials go into the schools or invite students into
council chambers to tackle a real-life issue.




Logo Usage

DO:
Use the Official Logo - Always use the correct, approved version of the city or organization’s logo.
You can download and save the Mo Local Government Week logo at mocities.com.

Using the logo on a flyer, social media graphic or other materials with a colored background? Be
sure to use the “.png” file. This allows the logo to display with a transparent background instead of
a white background or box behind it.

Maintain Proper Proportions — Scale the logo proportionally without stretching or distorting its
shape.

Keep sufficient space around the logo to ensure visibility and avoid cluttered designs. Ensure the
logo is placed on a background that maintains its readability and contrast.

Use high-resolution formats (PNG, SVG, EPS) for digital and print materials.

DON'T:

Don’t copy and paste the logos from the League website or other online sources. Be sure to down-
load the file(s) atmocities.com. This step ensures a high-resolution logo that displays nicely on all
materials.

Only use approved brand colors; do not modify or add gradients, textures, or new colors.

Avoid placing the logo over complex images or patterns that reduce readability.

Do not apply drop shadows, outlines, bevels, or other graphic effects.

Use Outdated Versions —-Do not use outdated logos. Always ensure you are using the most current
version of the logo.

Please do not edit, manipulate or otherwise change the logo(s). This includes, but is not limited to,

removing or cropping out parts of the logo, adding or replacing elements or names on the logo and
changing the logo’s colors. Do not stretch, squash, rotate, or distort the logo.
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Publicity Tips and Tricks

* Typically, consumers of traditional media differ demographically from those on social media.
Target audiences in a way that speaks to each of them. Involve print, television and radio outlets as
well.

* Send a press release with the schedule and description of activities and/or a special article or
editorial.

* Designate a contact for media inquiries if you do not already have one.

* Consider scheduling an interview about your project on a local television or radio talk show and
your cable access channel.

¢ |n addition to including your activities on the community’s event calendar, have them posted on
all applicable community calendars.

* Shoot and share photographs with print/online outlet as well.
* Post all materials, activities, rules and schedules on your city’s website and social media pages.

Encourage citizens to visit to learn more. Driving traffic to your website and social media platforms
will allow citizens to see what other services your local government offers.

Social Media Best Practices

Social media is an excellent tool for celebrating Missouri Local Government Week and promoting
your city’s events and activities.

Please tag the Missouri Municipal League in your social media posts. This allows us to see how
your city, town or village is celebrating and engage with your posts.

Develop a content calendar for the week, ensuring daily engagement. Use a mix of posts: educa-
tional, interactive, visual, and storytelling. Schedule posts in advance using platforms like Face-
book Creator Studio, Hootsuite, or Buffer.

Use consistent hashtags. Boost engagement and visibility by using:

#MOLocalGovWeek (official hashtag)
#LocalGovernmentMatters
#0urCommunityOurGovernment

Share facts about local government services and responsibilities. Post "Did You Know?" graphics
with fun local government statistics.

Showcase local government in action. Feature short videos of city departments at work (e.g., road
maintenance, water treatment, parks and recreation). Post "A Day in the Life" of a public servant.

Share testimonials from city officials, employees, or residents.

Ask interactive questions like: What city service do you appreciate the most? Run polls or quizzes
related to local government facts.

Encourage residents to share photos of their favorite local parks, events, or landmarks.

Post behind-the-scenes content from city hall meetings, community projects, or first responders.

Use Instagram & Facebook Stories for quick updates and engagement.

Create short-form videos (TikTok/Reels) featuring community leaders answering common ques-
tions.

Highlight local government employees with "Meet Our Team" spotlights.

Share ways residents can get involved, such as attending city meetings, volunteering, or joining
advisory boards. Promote upcoming local events related to Missouri Local Government Week.

Partner with schools, libraries, law enforcement, and chambers of commerce for shared messag-
ing. Cross-tag other departments, neighboring cities, and government organizations.
Encourage elected officials to reshare posts on their personal accounts.

Ensure images and videos are clear, well-lit, and engaging. Include city logos and consistent fonts/
colors for a professional look.

Proclamation — Missouri Local Government Week 2026
